File Folder Book Report

Book reports are a great way to celebrate an 
enjoyable read. Think about a book that you recently 

read that you really enjoyed.  Make sure that you 
choose a book that you have enjoyed during THIS 

school year. Once you have chosen your book, you will 
make a file folder presentation that will highlight the 
best parts of it. Your assignment will include a book 

preview, the five things you like best about it, a word 
cloud that uses words related to the story, and your 

choice of something extra that represents your story 
in some way.

poem about your favorite character, an original 
drawing of your favorite scene, or more. Be creative!
